III. Membership


An application was received from Dr. Lynn Stauffer, Interim Dean, School of Science and Technology, Sonoma State University requesting that she be allowed to replace Saeid Rahimi, who was appointed to Interim Provost, Vice President for Academic Affairs and Chief Academic Officer of Sonoma State University.  The board discussed her background and qualifications.  It was decided Dr. Lynn Stauffer would be a good candidate to become a member contingent on her ability to attend WIB meetings. IV. Job Performance Data Update
Karen reported on this follow up information from the WIA annual performance report that was distributed and discussed at the last WIB Executive meeting.  We are creating a report to try to show information about how many people have received jobs after working with Job Link, what kind of job goals individuals have and other information we can get about how people are doing in their new jobs.  There should be a report on this information available for the October WIB meeting.  This request was discussed at the Job Link Steering Committee meeting and that group is discussing a database to capture this data.  The state does not require this information so we do not currently have databases to track this information.  It will take a month or two to identify information that we will be able to gather. 
V. Sonoma County Spirit Award Nominee 
The Economic Development Board hosts the annual Sonoma County Spirit Awards.  Chambers of commerce, business and trade organizations come together to honor their group’s person of the year.  Businesses and trade organizations participate to select the men and women being recognized for their positive contributions to the county’s economy throughout the area.
