Dan shared information about the “Café College” model that is currently used at Sonoma State University.  A lot of high schools do not have career centers anymore and those that do are usually not fully staffed, with no one-on-one assistance available.  The Sonoma County Office of Education is looking at creating a center that can be used as a resource for schools and individual students.  It would be staffed with people to help students complete college applications, be a resource center with information about career fairs, access to the Kuder on-line career planning system, and other opportunities.  It would be a mobile unit that could be taken to middle schools and high schools providing a comfortable café style setting for kids to come and get help.  It will require grant writing and support to make this happen.
